1. Judging Day (Individual Conference Judging) – Monday, August 18, as follows:  10am to 2pm and 2:30pm to 6pm in 

the Exhibition Building.   
2. Release Day – Sunday, August 24, between 6pm and 7:30pm.  Vehicle access begins at 6:30pm.  Vehicle access 

will begin at 6:30pm through the northwest corner of the Main Parking lot (across the street from Meijer).  
Watch for signs.  Line Up begins at 6:25pm.  Exhibits released prior to release date and time will not receive 
premiums. 

3. This department is for Youth enrolled in kindergarten, first grade, and second grade.   
4. Cloverbuds may exhibit 1-4 articles but only one (1) article under each lot number. 
5. Entry tags must be stapled to the lower left hand corner.  Identify all “any other” exhibit on entry tag and registration 

form. 
6. Grades 5K-2nd grade are not eligible to show any animal of any kind. 
7. Check Junior Fair Department rules for ways of displaying or entering exhibits if unsure.  (example:  how to show 

vegetables, how to display insects, etc). 
8. All posters must be 14”x22”. 
9. All photography exhibits must be on 11”x14” poster board. 
10. Members of the same family may not enter same food entries (brownies, cookies, etc). 
11. Premiums for youth classes 101-166:  $1 per entry and a participation ribbon.
