9. Garments will be accepted for exhibit only if they are clean and pressed and entry tags attached with a safety pin to
top left side of the garment.

10. All poster boards must be white. All of the poster items must be sewn.

11. Garments may be of any fabric which is appropriate for the member, the pattern, and the occasion.

12. All exhibitors must be prepared to talk to the Judge on the following information: Fiber content, intended use and
care, type of interfacing used if interfacing is necessary, and preparation of garment.
